Just culling the recessive Wheaten chicks will not
remove the problem. Test mating will.

Ideally 10 eggs per bird should be the minimum.

| would start with the males, because it's easier,
and mate them one by one to a couple of Wheaten
hens. | would use RIRs because having Columbian
the will make the job easier.

If your BC X RIR chicks comes out mixed, some
looking like BCs & others like RIR you have a
carrier BC cock. If all chicks are like BC & none are
like RIR you have a cock without the Wheaten gene.
Repeat with the next male etc. All the chicks should
be sold off.

The male birds should be identified by ring, and
recorded as carrier or pure.

Then the hens, these needs to be single mating,
one RIR cock for each BC hen. However to reduce
the number of RIR males needed the BC hens can
be housed in separated pens and the RIR cock
moved daily. Again if your BC X RIR chicks come
out mixed, some looking like BCs & others like RIR
you have a carrier BC hen, if all chicks are like BC
& none are like RIR you have a hen without the
Wheaten gene. Again sell off all the chicks, identify
& record the hens.

If at the end of the testing you have pure, non
carriers, in both sexes you can cull the carrier
birds, and never need to test mate again.

If you only have carriers, then you mate them
together, cull the Wheatens & test mate the rest.
You only need a pair of pure birds, but more would
be better.
